acoustic glass (standard)

Transparent, acoustic, and safety glass with acoustic seals. Made of laminated glass with four layers of
anti-vibration film. In the event of breakage, the shards remain stuck to the film, minimizing the risk of
injury. The film also serves as a sound barrier, enhancing the acoustic properties of the glass. In the G1
version, the glass is only at the front of the booth, while in the G2 version, it is at both the front and the
back.

Glass thickness: 8.5 mm. Width of the tempered glass door: 810 mm.

ventilation (standard)

An efficient ventilation system utilizing quiet fans with an airflow of approximately 130 m*/h. The air vol-
ume is optimized to ensure the user’s comfort. The system is fully automatic and safe to use.

Ventilation function — after leaving the booth, the ventilation will continue to operate for an additional
3 minutes to ensure comfort for the next users.

ceiling lighting (standard)

Efficient, energy-saving LED lighting, automatically activated by a motion sensor, with adjustable light
intensity.

Two LED lamp integrated into the ceiling panel, light color 4000 K, brightness 2x216 Im, powered by a
12 V mains connection.

touch panel (option)

Touch panel for 4-level adjustment of ventilation and lighting. Installation location: above the tabletop,
or at a height of 850 mm/1250 mm from the floor if no tabletop is installed.

audio system (option)

Mono audio system with an amplifier and Bluetooth control, mounted in a concealed location.

leveling feet (standard)

Leveling feet that ensure stable positioning of the booth.

transport wheels (standard)

Built-in transport wheels that make moving the booth easier. Thanks to the wheels, only one person
is needed to move the booth. To stabilize and level the booth, lift the transport wheels and lower the
leveling feet. To adjust the feet, remove the black plugs located in the floor and use a 7 mm socket
wrench or flat screwdriver to raise or lower the feet to the desired height.
